Enjoy afternoon tea before taking canoes to explore ox bow 
lake system, look out for proboscis monkeys and the magnificent hornbill birds. Return to the 
Rahai’i Pangun for evening meal and quiet night in the midst of the jungle. 
 
Day 2 Tumbang Tahai – Bukit Rawi 
Early morning, the Rahai’i Pangun moves to Tumbang Tahai and moors opposite Pallas 
Island, to see orangutans in their natural habitat on this BOS Release Island made famous by 
Animal Planet’s “Orangutan Island” series. Grab an early snack before setting out for a climb 
up Tangkling Hill and to Batu Banama sacred rock and spirit houses, or an easier walk to 
Catholic Convent for a view over Tangkiling hills and region.

Transfer to the BOS Orangutan Foundation’s Education Centre in Nyaru Menteng. 
Accompanied by experienced technicians, observe baby orangutans behind glass in the  
socialization cages and watch a film of BOS projects in Central Kalimantan.

Day 2  Tumbang Tahai – Kanarakan 
Early morning, the Rahai’i Pangun moves to Tumbang Tahai to moor opposite Pallas Island, 
to watch orangutans in their natural habitat on this BOS Release Island 
Optional tour 
Transfer by canoe to the BOS Orangutan Foundation’s Education Centre in Nyaru Menteng. 
Accompanied by experienced technicians, observe baby orangutans behind glass in the    
socialization cages and watch a film of BOS projects in Central Kalimantan.

The villagers will welcome you with a traditional ceremony, and later walk around 
this tiny hamlet, which has no road access to other towns. Enjoy an evening canoe trip to 
nearby lakes, keeping an eye our for proboscis monkeys. 

 
Day 3 Kanarakan – Bukit Rawi 
Early morning, we continue down river and some distance up the Kahayan River, to Bukit 
Rawi, arriving mid afternoon.  Walk through this historic town and learn about the Dayak 
ancestral bone houses, or Sandungs, and the Tiwah or funeral ceremony. Dinner on board, 
and later enjoy an evening of traditional entertainment. 
 
Day 4 Palangkaraya – Airport Transfer         
Early morning cruise to Palangkaraya, enjoy breakfast on the way. Transfer from the Rahai’i 
Pangun to the airport, stopping by at the handicraft market (if time permits). Tour ends.

Pass the tiny village of Katimpun and 
pass Pulau Hampapak, an orangutan release island. Later, continue upriver to Danau Dapur. 
Transfer to small canoes to explore black water lakes and look for proboscis monkeys and 
birds as dusk falls. Back to the Rahai’i Pangun for dinner 

 
Day 2   Marang – Kanarakan 
The Rahai’i Pangun moves up the Rungan River, passing the orangutan release island of 
Pulau Kaja, to Kanarakan village. Walk through the village with a local host to see how people 
live and work in these isolated communities. Canoe ride in lakes and return to overnight near 
the village. 
 
Day 3   Kanarakan – Tangkiling 
The boat makes its way down stream, again passing the orangutan island and making its way 
to Palas Island.  
Optional tour 
Transfer by canoe to the BOS Orangutan Foundation’s Education Centre in Nyaru Menteng. 
Accompanied by experienced technicians, observe baby orangutans behind glass in the  
socialization cages and watch a film of BOS projects in Central Kalimantan.  
Cost : US$ 30 per person donation to the BOS Orangutan Rehabiltiation Project 
Transfer by canoe to Tangkiling Hill to see the village ‘patahu’ at the sacred Batu Banama 
rock, and then to climb the hill for a view of the vast, flat flood plains and catch the sunset.

Day 4  Tangkiling – Bukit Rawi 
Today, relax and the enjoy the trip to Bukit Rawi, arriving mid afternoon. Walk through this 
historic town and learn about the Dayak ancestral bone houses, or Sandungs, and the Tiwah 
or funeral ceremony. Dinner on board, and later enjoy an evening of traditional entertainment. 
 
Day 5   Palangkaraya – Airport Transfer 
Early morning cruise to Palangkaraya, enjoy breakfast on the way.Transfer from the boat to 
the airport, stopping by at the handicraft market (if time permits).
